2. We serve breakfast at 9:00am and lunch at 11:30am. 

3. We do not allow drop-off or pick-up during nap time, 12:30-

2:30, unless it is an emergency or prearranged.  

4. We ask that you please apply sunscreen before coming to 

school. We will reapply sunscreen after nap time. We will not 

apply sunscreen in the morning. 

5. We do not allow food from home in the classroom due to al-

lergies. If your child requires a special diet, please speak with 

management.
