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Supplies Needed: 
Red tinsel stems
Silver tinsel stems

What to do:
1. Cut the tinsel stems in half to make 6 pieces of equal length.
2. To make one ring, gather five of the stems and fold them in half.
3. Leave enough of a circle to fit the child finger. You may need to shape it into a circle a bit.
4. Then wrap the sixth stem around a couple of times to secure the ring. Be sure the ends lay flat so they don’t poke the child’s finger.
5. Turn the ring so the loose ends face up and bend them slightly into the shape of a burst of fireworks. Leave the stems raised enough so they aren’t poking into the child’s hand.
6. Repeat and make fireworks rings in all of your favorite colors!
