Material: 

• Colored Craft Sticks 

• White Beads 

• Wiggly Eyes 

• Foam 

• Canvas 

• Paint 

• Paint Brushes 
 

Instructions: 

• Paint a canvas blue. 

• Trace something round, like a cup, to create 

a perfect circle out of foam. 

• Cut the circles out of foam. We used 3 colors 

to make 3 different octopuses! 

• Glue 4 colored craft sticks to one another to 

make a star shape. Start by making a plus 

sign, then add 2 more diagonally to fill in the 

gaps.  

• Glue the matching color foam circle to the 

craft sticks, then add wiggly eyes and a 

smile! 

• Glue white beads to each of your octopus’s 

arms to create its “suckers”. Fun fact, 

octopus do have arms, not tentacles, and 

yes, suckers is the technical term! 

• Repeat these steps with your other colored 

craft sticks and foam to create more 

octopuses. 

• Glue your octopus’ pals to the canvas. 

• Use paint to decorate the ocean with waves 

and bubbles! 

• Your ocean of octopuses is now complete!
